Educational Program Information

This program is presented by Fond du Lac County Family Court Services in cooperation with Family Resource Center of Fond du Lac County and University of Wisconsin – Extension of Fond du Lac County.

Requirements:  You are required to attend one session of this program.  You have been registered for a specific session, which is listed on your court order. If you cannot attend on the date specified, please call Family Court Services to register for a different date. The telephone number for changing the date is (920) 929-3404 (If no answer, press 1 to leave a message). 
You will receive an attendance sheet and Proposed Parenting Plan at the program.  
Location:  The program will be held at UW-Extension in Rooms 205 & 206 of the Administration / Extension building.  UW-Extension is located on the UW – Fond du Lac Campus.  The campus is located off of East Johnson Street (Highway 23).  Turn North on University Drive (right across the street from Trepanier’s Backyard Grill and Bar) & follow the signs to UW-Extension.
Parking:   Parking is available in the “East Parking Lot”.

Fees:  Please plan to arrive at least ten minutes early to pay the court-ordered fee for the program.  The cost for attending is $40.00.  Please bring exact change for the fee. We accept cash, money orders or checks.  If you pay by check, please make the check out to the Fond du Lac County Treasurer’s Office.  Please note that there will be a $35.00 fee for each check that is returned to Family Court Services marked NSF (Non Sufficient Funds).

What to bring?  Please bring a pen or pencil.  All other materials will be provided for you.

What not to bring?  Do not bring your children to this program.  This program is geared for adults only.  If you bring your children, we will require you to register for a different session.
Questions:  Family Court Services, Family Resource Center and UW-Extension will not answer questions regarding the program prior to your attendance.  There will be time available for questions at the program. Questions may be asked as a large group, or individually, as time permits.
The professionals teaching this program are not allowed to give you legal advice.  This program is not a substitute for legal advice.  You should consult with an attorney if you have legal questions regarding your divorce.

In the event of inclement weather, Family Court Services will notify the local radio stations to announce a cancellation. Family Court Services will assist any parties that have the program cancelled due to weather in registering for another program date.
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
